Performance Guidelines
· All performances are limited to 30 minutes in length.  

· Your group will be assigned an arrival time and location.  Parents, relatives, and friends must enter through Knott’s Grand Avenue entrance.  No exceptions will be made. 
· The stage location for your group’s performance may change without notice.  Your “Music In The Park” coordinator will try and notify your group to your arrival, if a change has been made, but please remember that emergencies and other Entertainment show offerings may affect your performance time and location.

· Please ensure that your group is in place at the stage as requested, so that the show will begin as scheduled.  Community group performance time slots are limited and cannot conflict (sound-wise) with the Park’s regularly-scheduled shows.  Knott’s reserves the right to shorten or cancel the performance of any group that is not ready to begin on time.

· Knott’s Berry Farm will have a sign with your group’s name on it positioned at the stage.  You are requested not to post any other sign(s) on the stage.  

· Costuming for your performers must be suitable for a family oriented Theme Park atmosphere.  No bare-feet or sandals.  We discourage the wearing of jeans, however, with permission from the “Music In The Park” coordinator, jeans are allowed with a uniformed shirt.  Two piece costumes with low necklines, shorts tops that show the stomach and mini-skirts are not acceptable.  

· A dressing room will be available lockers are not provided.  Equipment, props, and clothing MAY NOT be stored, and cannot be secured backstage.  All items must be put into the self-storage lockers located at the front of the Park, or taken back to your vehicles.  You are responsible for all items your group brings; Knott’s will not be responsible for lost or stolen articles.  No outside food will be allowed inside the Theme Park.
· You may NOT use park rest rooms to change, before or after a performance.  Rest rooms are intended for, and must always be available to, our guests.  Changing is to be done in the designated dressing room(s) only, not in any other backstage area, courtyard, etc.  No exceptions will be made to this rule.

· Please keep in mind that this is a Theme Park.  There will be sounds (music and other elements) that we cannot control.  Please instruct your performers to be focused on their show.

· Your group’s performance will be evaluated, as will your attitude and cooperation.  This evaluation will be reviewed and may determine your eligibility to return.   

· If it rains before or during your performance, you will be rescheduled.  Please contact our Entertainment Office at 714-220-5386, if there is rain in the forecast.

Technical Guidelines

· There are two (2) stage locations for the “Music In The Park” series here at Knott's Berry Farm.  They are the Calico Square Stage (our main performing area) located in Calico Square and the Fiesta Plaza Stage located in Fiesta Village area of the Park.

· The Calico Square stage is divided in to 2 areas – a lower stage (32’x10’) and an upper stage (45’x15’).  These areas are divided by 2 steps (32’ long) that act as built in choir risers (Knott’s does not provide additional choral risers).  There is access to both the lower and upper stage areas.

The Fiesta Plaza Stage is 18” off of the ground and measures 24’x14’.  This is a tented area.

· Knott’s Berry Farm will provide chairs for groups requiring them. 

· We are unable to provided music stands. 

· Knott’s Berry Farm will provided all microphones (except wireless microphones) and microphone stands, CD and/or Cassette playback, and a sound technician.

· You must use Knott's Berry Farm sound system.  There is no need to bring your own system or microphones.  Arrangements must be made prior to your arrival for any special needs you may have.   

· Load in of equipment, instruments, props, and costumes/uniforms should be 1 hour prior to your performance time.  Any special requests MUST be made 48 hours in advance of your arrival. 

· Performers and staff must carry all instruments, music stands, props, costumes, and equipment from their bus, van, or personal vehicle. 

· Knott's Berry Farm Entertainment technical support will provide transportation for the following equipment from the Western Avenue Receiving area to the stage, and back:  drum sets, large tympani drums, pianos, amplifiers, and large awkward props*.  Equipment vehicles ONLY must off-load equipment at the Western Avenue Receiving entrance.  Busses are not allowed in this area.

· No performers are allowed in the backstage area of Knott's Berry Farm.    

· Knott's Berry Farm does not have storage space for instruments, music stands, and costumes/uniforms of any kind.  You must make arrangements to store your equipment in your own bus, van, or personal vehicle when not performing.  Knott’s is unable to secure any equipment at any time.
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
